· Mark 1:35 - Jesus, a very busy man, found time to pray.

· While not a direct command to us, we can learn some helpful pointers from how Jesus prayed:

· He found a place free from distraction.

· He found a time free from distraction.
· Luke 6:12 
· Jesus got away to pray.

· Sometimes you might find it helpful for extended prayer time.
· Hebrews 5:7 
· Why did Jesus pray?

We need prayer

· Psalm 42:1-2
· Why is water important to a dear?

· How should we view the importance of prayer in our lives?

· A human can go 40 days without food, but only 3 without water!
· Psalm 63:1
· Why did David need water in this Psalm? (see note at start of Psalm)

· Describe a time that you were working outside on a very hot day and felt the need for water?

· How did it feel to get a glass of water?

· What feeling do you think we get when we talk to God in prayer?
· Philippians 4:6-7
· What does this scripture say about our need for prayer?
Prayer is a Learning Process

· Luke 11:1-13 

· It is not natural; even Jesus’ apostles had to be taught.

· This prayer was never intended by Jesus to be repeated over and over, but it is a great example of an outline to prayer.

· Since we share a true relationship with Jesus, he desires our heart!

· Develop structure in your prayer life.
