Proverbs Lesson on
Purity
Proverbs 15:26
“The Lord detest the thoughts of the wicked, but those of the pure are pleasing to him.”
We live in a time where we need Godly teaching about purity. Lets take a journey on the 
Path To Purity.
#1. Lust leads to destruction 
Proverbs 7:21-23
“With persuasive words she led him astray; she seduced him with her smooth talk. All at once he followed her like an ox going to the slaughter, like a deer steeping into a noose till an arrow pierces his liver, like a bird darting into a snare little knowing it will cost him his life.”
Proverbs 6:28-29
“Can a man walk on hot coals without his feet being scorched? So is he who sleeps with another man’s wife; no one who touches her will go unpunished.”
The Bible is clear that nothing good will come out of giving into lust.

· Ox going to slaughter, deer in a noose, bird in a snare, etc…
To overcome lust in your life you must understand and believe that lust is not just sinful but wasteful also.

· Both the lustful look and the lustful act are wrong before God.
What are some of the effects (consequences) of living a lustful life?

1. Affairs, divorce, unwanted pregnancies, abortion, sexual disease, guilt, loss of innocence, etc.
#2. Choose your friends wisely
Proverbs 1:10-16
“My son, if sinners entice you do not give in to them. If they say, “Come along with us; let’s lie in wait for someone blood, lets waylay some harmless soul; lets swallow them alive, like the grave, and whole, like those who go down to the pit; we will get all sorts of valuable things and fill our houses with plunder; throw in your lot with us, and we will share a common purse-my son, do not go along with them, do not set foot on their paths; for their feet rush into sin, they are swift to shed blood.”
Illustration: In the movie Pinocchio, a wooden boy comes to life.

· He learns about the world through two hoodlums, who teach him to skip school, smoke and steal.

· In the end the two boys are turned into donkeys and Pinocchio barely escapes being turned into a donkey (with the help of “Jiminy Cricket”, who was a good conscience/friend for Pinocchio).
I Corinthians 15:33
“ Do not be misled: “Bad company corrupts good character.”
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We must pick friends that will encourage us spiritually and not lead us down the path of destruction.
#3. Cling to what is Good
Proverbs 7:1-5
“My son keep my words and store up my commands within you. Keep my commands and you will live, guard my teachings as the apple of your eye. Bind them on your fingers; write them on the tablet of your heart. Say to wisdom, “You are my sister,” and call understanding your kinsman; they will keep you from the adulteress, from the wayward wife with her seductive words.”
There’s a saying, “Garbage in Garbage out”

· This is true spiritually also, what we put in our minds will come out in our actions.

· This is why pornography is damaging (once the images are in our minds they can stay for weeks, months even years).

· The only way to refocus our minds is to concentrate on pure ideas.
Consistent Bible study and prayer are important if you want your mind and actions to be pure.

· Begin your day with a positive message from God and that will help you overcome the temptations of the day (world).
#4. Avoid the temptation
Proverbs 4:14-15
“Do not set foot on the path of the wicked or walk in the way of evil men. Avoid it, do not travel on it; turn from it and go on your way.”
Proverbs 4:25-27
“Let your eyes look straight ahead, fix your gaze directly before you. Make level paths for your feet and take only ways that are firm. Do not swerve to the right or the left, keep your foot from evil.”
One way to not give in to lust is to avoid it or flee from it.
James 4:7
“Submit yourselves, then to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Come near to God and he will come near to you.”
Avoid the places that are tempting to you (wild parties, lustful parts of the city, TV shows)

· Make a conscience effort to not go the direction (path) of the things that tempt you.

· The inconvenience is well worth it.
The battle is and will not be easy. Lust is one of Satan’s most powerful weapons.

· But we must stand ready to do battle with him. 

· We can have the victory in this area if we have a fighting spirit (fight for purity).
