5. Overwhelming amounts of archaeological evidence supporting the words of the bible.

6. More ancient copies of the bible than any other ancient manuscript.

7. It has been translated into more languages than any other book in history.

· Belief (intellectual knowledge) in God is not enough for salvation

· We must read it daily in order to hold to it

· Do not go by traditions or creeds.

· Worship by traditions (which supersede the Word of God) is worship in vain.
1 Timothy 4:16
· We must watch our life and doctrine (standard of belief: Bible) closely both are important.

· We must have the right life and the right doctrine (not just one or the other)
Acts 17:10-12
· We must read our bibles every day!

· We must be eager to read and learn from the Word of God!
· Will you commit to start reading your bible daily?
John 12:47-48
· Jesus didn’t come to judge he came to save

· The Bible will be our judge (does you life match the Bible)

· The Bible must be our standard for our lives!  
· Will you make the decision to make the Bible be your standard for how you live your life?
